
Car Club Day at the Hunt Club

As many of you would recall, the last year’s Car Club Day at the Hunt Club in Westport, CT 
was a huge success and fun event hosted by Fairfield County Concours with very strong CVR 
participation.  I am pleased to inform you that once again we will offer a Saturday Club Day 
along with free two-day general admission (two per car) for each member of the first 50 
Porsches exhibited.   The Saturday Club Day is a People Choice event and is not a judged 
concours.  

Attached is the registration form for your early completion.   Please register during 
June/early July  to avoid last minute coordination and rush.  All registration for first 50 cars 
will only be accepted by post mark via snail mail, not email.  Again, you must exhibit your 
Porsche on Saturday to receive the two day free general admission pass for two people and 
event is available for first 50 respondents.  Otherwise you will not be displaying your car and 
will need to pay general gate admission.

Car and Motorcycle Club Celebration, 9 am – 3:30 pm
Cars and (motorcycles) do not have to be concours-quality and can be from any year (must 
be vehicle that qualifies member for CVR)
Club Day offers an opportunity for CVR members to meet and to share experiences and 
camaraderie with other car clubs showing their cars and motorcycles.  
The program will feature the following:
-a tent, table, and chairs for a CVR club meeting
-Informative seminars given by renowned experts in the field 
-Peer Judging Awards with one Porsche winner to show their car in the Sunday Concours 
(winner must attend Concours with winning vehicle; vehicle will not be judged in Concours)
-Displays by artists and automobilia galleries
-Lunch: reserved barbeque buffet (salads, hamburger, veggie burger, hot dogs)  menu served 
for clubs in on-field tent--$20 each. The Hunt Club snack bar will also be open if do not 
prepay for BBQ. Attendees may not bring their own food.  If you want the BBQ, please send a 
check  (made out to "Fairfield County Concours") to my home address that is in attachment.
